
TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

Claudia Sophia Dance Terms and Conditions We require you to fill in a registration form with all 
the dancer’s correct information, this will enable us to keep your child safe.  
 
Fees 
All fees must be paid in full, in cash on arrival to class. Claudia Sophia Dance reserves the right 
to refuse entry or sit your child out of class if no payment is received.  
 
All classes must be booked online through our website. This is first come first serve. If a dancer 
joins the club after the start of term, some classes may be fully booked, and dancer will be on 
the waitlist.  
 
Cancellation of Class 
In the event that a class needs to be cancelled due to unforeseen circumstances, Claudia 
Sophia Dance will try to provide a replacement class.  

Spectating of Class 
Parents/carers are not allowed in the hall during general training sessions unless invited inside 
by a teacher or in an event of and an emergency. No unauthorised personal will be allowed in 
the training area.  
 
Safety 
Safety while in the studio - all aspects of safety will be taken into precaution by all staff. It is the 
parents/guardian’s responsibility to follow the safety aspects outside of the dance class and the 
surrounding areas inside and outside the building.  
 
Claudia Sophia Dance does not accept responsibility or liability for lost/stolen items within our 
venues, so please do not allow children to bring in any valuables to sessions. Any lost property 
we find will be picked up at the end of the class and kept for 2 weeks.  
 
Teachers remain the right to sit a gymnast out of class if he/she does not follow the rules and 
safety regulations. 
 
Collection from Class 
Please drop off & collect your child promptly from their dance class. Children are prohibited 
from leaving the session unaccompanied, unless they are over the age of 16 and Claudia Sophia 
Dance have received written permission from a parent/guardian.  

Dancers with any medical requirements must inform their teacher of the requirements. The 
medication must be in a sealed, named bag where it can be easily accessible. The dancer will 
bring the bag into the class with them and it is to be given to the teacher.
